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Launched on 21 March, the scheme 
is open to those with large or small 
gardens, living in town or rural 
areas, schools, community groups 
and allotment holders. As part of 
this year’s scheme, everyone who 
enters will receive a free ladybird box 
supplied by sponsors CARE Kent 
based in Edenbridge.

Taking part is simple and only 
involves filling in a form to provide 
evidence that those who enter make 
provision for wildlife, for example 
with nest boxes, composting, saving 
water, flowering plants and wildlife 
feeding areas.

The scheme also provides free 
information and advice to help 
gardeners make small horticultural 
changes to attract wildlife.

Everyone who enters will be rewarded 
with a certificate for their efforts 
and all entrants will receive a highly 
recommended bronze, silver or gold 
award at a presentation evening in 
September 2007.

This is the third year that the Council 
has run the scheme and it has proved 

very popular with 65 wildlife loving 
gardeners receiving awards last 
year alone.

Hayley Brooks, the Council’s officer 
who is helping to organise the event, 
says: “Regardless of whether you 
have a large or small garden, you can 
enter this year’s Gardening for Wildlife 
scheme. Local people’s gardens 
play a major part in protecting wildlife 
and we as a Council are keen to 
encourage our residents to make 
those changes, many of which are 
quite small, to improve the habitat for 
our local fauna.”

The scheme is run with the Kent 
Wildlife Trust, North West Kent 
Countryside Partnership and 
sponsored by Mid Kent Water, 
Kent County Council and CARE 
Kent, which recently opened a new 
environmentally friendly horticulture 
centre in Edenbridge called ‘Acorns’.

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Sevenoaks District Council has set 
its share of the Council tax for the 
average household at £160.38 a year, 
an increase of £7.38 or an additional 
two pence a day.

From April 2007 for the coming year, 
the Council is proposing to spend a 
total of £16.9 million on local services.

Despite a number of financial pressures 
outside its control, the Council will 
not reduce front line services and has 
ensured that its Council Tax increase 
was kept to a minimum at 4.82%.

Sevenoaks District Council is  
funded by a combination of  
Council Tax from local residents, a 
grant from Government and money 
and interest from Council reserves. 

The Government grant makes up some 
36% of the Council’s budget and for  
the coming year, the grant increased  
by 2% – below the rate of inflation 
which is currently running at 4.2% 
(January 2007 Retail Price Index).

Of the 12 district councils in Kent, 
Sevenoaks District Council receives  

the lowest grant per head of 
population at £55.83. The Kent 
average is £77.58 and the  
district with the highest grant  
received £97.75.

Over the next year, key financial 
pressures facing the Council 
include the additional take up of 
the concessionary fares schemes 
(since April 2006 an additional 4,000 
people have taken advantage of 
the free bus permit alone), taking 
over responsibility for the Housing 
Register, election costs and inflation.

Additional resources are also 
earmarked for core services, namely 
planning and grounds maintenance 
including grass cutting.

2007 local elections
On 3 May, local people can have their say on important local services provided by 
Sevenoaks District Council and their local town or parish council when the local elections 
are held. This double-page spread will set out the responsibilities of your District and 
local town or parish council and how to take part in these important elections.

Sevenoaks District Council elections
Sevenoaks District Council holds 
elections every four years. A total 
of 54 Councillors are elected in 26 
areas called ‘wards’. Between one 
and three District Councillors are 
elected in each ward depending 
on the number of residents who 
live within it.

Elected Councillors decide the 
Council’s policies and priorities, 
which are delivered by the paid 
Council staff.

At the last elections, held in 2003, the 
Conservative group won 33 seats, 
Labour 10, Liberal Democrat eight 
and Independent three. This has 
meant that for the past four years 
the Council has been run by the 
Conservative majority group.

Town and parish  
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Town and parish councils  
hold elections every four years 
which coincide with the District 
Council elections. In all there  
are three town councils and 
26 parish councils throughout 
Sevenoaks District.

The number of seats on a town  
or parish council varies significantly 
depending on the number of people 
that they serve. Typically a rural  
parish council could have five  
elected members and a town council 
could have as many as 18.

Responsibilities vary from  
council to council, but typically  
they could include:

n Allotments
n Car parks
n Crime prevention schemes
n Cemeteries
n Common land
n Emergency planning teams
n Litter bins
n Play areas
n Ponds
n Public toilets
n Recreation grounds
n Seats
n Sports fields and sports facilities
n War memorials
n Woodlands 

Some town councils also provide 
additional services such as  
street lighting and tourist  
information centres.

Although elections are taking  
place for every town and parish 
council, in most years a number 
of parish council elections are 
uncontested. In 2003, 15 of the 29 
parish councils were uncontested.

The register of electors
Only those whose names are on  
the register of electors can vote  
in elections. 

The register is open to all British, 
Commonwealth and European 
Union citizens aged 18 or older. 

The deadline for residents  
to put their name on the register 
before May’s elections is 18 April.

Polling day
Residents aged 18 or over who  
are on the register of electors can 
vote at their local polling station on  
3 May providing they have not asked 
for a postal vote. 

Polling hours have changed for  
local government elections. Polling 
stations will be open between 
7am and 10pm, the same as for 
Parliamentary general elections.

The address of the polling station 
where you can vote is displayed on 
your ‘polling card’, which is being 
sent out during March and April.

Depending upon whether your 
local parish council is having a 
contest, you will be given up to  
two ballot papers: one for the  
District Council and another for  
your local town or parish council. 

Each ballot paper will indicate how 
many candidates you can vote for.

Voting by post or by proxy
Residents can apply for a postal vote 
and have their ballot papers sent to 
them. The deadline for applications  
is 5pm on 18 April.

You have to have a reason to vote 
by proxy (allowing someone else to 
vote on your behalf). The deadline for 
applications is 5pm on 25 April.

Standing for election
A recent change to the law means 
that anyone aged 18 or over can 
stand for election to represent a local 
community on the District and town or 
parish council. Previously candidates 
had to be aged 21 and above.

Unlike Parliamentary elections, 
candidates do not have to pay a 
deposit to stand at District and  
town or parish elections.

Anyone interested in standing  
can put their name forward from  
28 March until 12 noon on 4 April.

2277242 for details. 

Election results
The election counts will take place the 
day after the election on Friday 4 May.
The District Council election results 
will be posted on the Council’s 

website www.sevenoaks.gov.uk  
as they come in. A summary of the 
town and parish council election 
results will be posted on the website 
shortly thereafter.

The results will also be made  
available at Sevenoaks District 
Council’s offices and local town or 
parish councils and are likely to be 
reported in your local newspaper.

Important notice about  
your black and clear sacks

For a short time, there are likely to 
be changes to your black refuse and 
clear recycling sacks.

Due to a temporary mechanical 
problem experienced by our black 
and clear sack manufacturer, your 
black refuse and clear recycling 

sacks might, for a short time, have  
a straight top.

This is not a flaw in your rolls of 
sacks, but a temporary measure  
until the sacks with ‘rabbit ears’  
can be made again.
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We regret that we cannot accept 
large items such as fridges, freezers, 
cookers, cast iron boilers or baths, 
long metal poles, building materials, 
manure or large parts of engines or 
vehicles. The Council provides a paid 
for bulky waste collection service that 
can dispose of some of these items 
from outside your home. Call the 
Council for details and a quote.

The Saturday collection service is not 
suitable for hazardous waste including 
fluorescent tubes, televisions and 
computer monitors, batteries, oil tins 
and filters, paint and paint tins and 
chemical containers. 

These can be disposed of at  
your nearest household waste 
recycling centre.

Compostable garden waste  
cannot be accepted either. 

We operate a fortnightly Garden 
Waste Collection Service. See 
opposite page for details.

Residents are reminded that they 
should not leave their refuse at the 
collection points unattended as 

this can pose a serious danger  
to road users and pedestrians. 

This practice is treated as fly tipping 
and those responsible may face a  
fine or prosecution.

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New smoking laws 
don’t have to be a drag
In just over three months time, most 
businesses and many residents will 
be affected by a major change to 
the law on smoking as, from 1 July 
2007, it will no longer be allowed in 
the majority of wholly or substantially 
enclosed public spaces.  

There are very few exemptions and 
the new law, the biggest change of 
health legislation in the last 50 years, 
affects most public places as well as 
work vehicles. 

What is classed as an 
enclosed space?
The new law is complex, but in 
general if a public premises is either 
wholly enclosed or substantially 
enclosed then it is affected. 
Essentially a premises will considered 
to be substantially enclosed if it has a 
roof and is more than 50% walled.  

How will the new law affect 
businesses?
Businesses and those who manage 
public spaces will be responsible for 
ensuring that smoking does not happen 
in any enclosed or substantially enclosed 
areas that they are responsible for.

Under the new law, businesses will 
also be required to put up approved 
no smoking signs by entrances and 
within non-smoking areas.

There is no legal requirement to 
offer facilities for smokers, be they 
employers, customers or the public. 
However one option is to provide a 
smoking shelter, ensuring that it 
is not ‘wholly’ or ‘substantially 
enclosed’ in accordance with the 
Government’s definition.

Planning consent is likely to be 
required for all smoking shelters and 
in some cases it will be required for 
signs, especially in conservation 
areas and on listed buildings.

Licenced premises have to consider 
the impact of people smoking outside 
the premises on neighbours, and 
how to minimise the effects of noise 
and smoke. Should complaints 
be received this could lead to the 

premise licence being withdrawn and 
the Council taking action.

The Government is encouraging 
businesses to sign up for the smokefree 
newsletter, and to pre-order signage 
and guidance, so they receive 
information as it becomes available. 
The guidance will include a booklet 
about the regulations, a sample 
smokefree policy, a sample no 
smoking sign and supporting materials. 

Once the regulations have been 
approved, the Smokefree England 
website will have downloadable 
signage and guidance. You can 
also call the Smokefree England 
Information Line to register to receive 
information by post or by e-mail.

Failure to prevent smoking in a 
smokefree premises carries a 
maximum fine of £2,500 for the 
premises owner and failure to display 
or incorrectly displaying no smoking 
signs carries either a maximum fine of 
£1,000 or a fixed penalty notice of £200.

How does it affect the public?
Individuals will need to be aware of 
the new law and they should not 
light up in any enclosed or partially 
enclosed space.

Anyone caught smoking in a smokefree 
area could be fined up to £200.

For smokers who want to quit, the NHS 
offers a range of free support including 
local NHS Stop Smoking Services and 
the Together Programme. If you would 
like support and advice on stopping

With the arrival of spring and 
warmer weather, few of us may be 
considering how we can improve 
home energy efficiency. However, 
now is as good a time as any to 
carry out improvements that save 
money and energy that leads to a 
reduction in the production of CO2 
that causes global warming.

According to the Energy Savings 
Trust, up to 35% of heat from a 
home is lost through the walls, 
whilst a further 25% is lost 
through the roof. By installing 
cavity wall and loft insulation, 
householders can save on 
their fuel bills.

Sevenoaks District Council has 
teamed up with the Kent Energy 
Centre and is offering discounted 
insulation schemes.

A home with properly installed 
cavity wall insulation can save 

between £130 to £160 a year 
and £180 to £220 a year for loft 
insulation where none currently 
exists. Residents who receive 
benefits may qualify for free 
insulation grants.

Houses which typically need cavity 
wall insulation are those built 
between 1930 and 1976. Those 
built before 1930 may have solid 
walls and those built after 1976 
often have filled cavity walls.

Although most houses already 
have some loft insulation, many 
have less than the recommended 
270mm (or 11 inches). Kent 
Energy Centre can arrange for loft 
insulation to be topped up as well 
as installed for the first time.

New 
scheme 
makes 
its mark 
in the

Selecta DNA, an innovative 
properly marking scheme which 
has been proven to reduce theft 
and burglaries, is being launched 
in residential areas throughout 
the District.

West Kent Police and Sevenoaks 
District Council are implementing 
the scheme following a successful 
local pilot last autumn.

The Selecta DNA product is used 
to mark valuables, both inside and 
outside of a property. 

The system is an effective deterent 
to burglars and vehicle thieves and 
is efficient at identifying recovered 
stolen property.

PC Andy Blackmore, who is 
co-ordinating the project, says: 
“The Selecta DNA project has 
been a tremendous success 
where it has been used elsewhere 
– it has a real effect on reducing 
crime. The kits are easy to use and
inexpensive compared to the 
potential cost of being broken in to.”

A recent review of Selecta DNA 
in a 465 home pilot scheme in 
Greenwich revealed that it helped 
reduce burglaries by 85%, theft 
from motor vehicles by 60% and 
theft of motor vehicles by 50%.

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for young people
Twelve months after the launch 
of the Sevenoaks District Young 
People’s Action Plan, record 
numbers of children and young 
people are accessing projects and 
activities and 100% of the plan’s 
actions are being delivered on 
target. That’s not something that 
the Council is saying, but instead 
the young people themselves who 
are closely monitoring the plan.

The Young People’s Action Plan 
was launched in March 2006 and 
is being delivered by agencies and 
organisations working with and for 
young people across the District.

In the first six months of the plan 
alone, over 212,000 attendances 
by young people were reported by 
the various projects and services 

which contribute to the plan.

Young People form the  
backbone of the project team  
that have monitored the plan  
since its inception. The team,  
with support from Sevenoaks 
District Council, chose which 
projects to visit and then created 
questionnaires for both young 
people and project leaders.

Once all the results were in, the 
group analysed and presented 
them to the Sevenoaks District 
Councillors and wrote their own 
page on the Council’s website 
reporting their findings.

HAWK project  
spreads its wings
The HAWK youth project goes  
from strength to strength with a 
new evening of activities taking 
place in West Kingsdown every 
Wednesday.

Kingsdown Parish Councils and 
Sevenoaks District Council, which 
awarded a grant of £8,000 last  
year towards its running costs.
